Education breaks the cycle of 

poverty and vocational training gives young people 

their chance to find a job. 

A family, made homeless through famine or war, 

will get life-saving tools they  need to survive.  

Kit contains; a mosquito net, soap, clothes, water 

purification tablets, shelter materials and a water 

bucket.
